Lincoln School Renovation Project Underway

The renovation of the old Lincoln school is already underway. Under the leadership of a building
committee, VCCT had an architect draw up required plans for the remodeling effort (see last page).
Just this week, the Rochelle City Council approved the rezoning of the building which will allow us to
use it as a theater. We have attained quotes for the heating and air conditioning, the plumbing, and the
repair of the parking lots. We also received estimates for fixing up the exterior of the building.
Volunteers have been busy cleaning the interior and removing walls and ceilings that will no longer be
needed. Once we have raised sufficient capital, our next goal is to apply for a building permit and start
the actual renovation. Our goal is to begin that work this summer.
