the round” or as Dor-
gan described it, “in the 
alley.” Audience mem-
bers sat on either side 
of the narrow stage, 
which allowed a unique 
glimpse into the Wing-
field residence.

Window” as its 
Spring, 2015 pro-
duction. The 
show will be di-
rected by 
Jeannette Min-
gus, who last di-
rected “Love, Sex 
and the IRS”, and will feature 
several veteran members of 
VCCT, including Terry Dickow, 
Terry Camplain, Chris Johnson 
and Dana Cox. Also returning to 
the VCCT stage will be Amy 
Frank, Tom Houghton, and 

Jenna Mingus. Finally, Todd 
Burghardt joins 

the cast in his 
VCCT Debut. 

“Wrong Win-
dow” is a tribute 

to the Master of 
Horror, Alfred 

Hitchcock, in a comedy who-
dunit. New York couple Marnie 
and Jeff think they spy their 
neighbor do away with his wife. 
After they draw their torn cur-
tain, the lady vanishes. The bum-
bling witnesses sneak into their 

neighbor's apartment - 39 steps 
away - and the fun begins. Amid 
multiple door-slammings, body-
snatchings, and a frantic flash-
light chase scene, two questions 
remain: Who killed Lila Lar-
swald? And... if she's not 
dead...then who is?  

Tickets for this production will 
be $12 each, but tickets pur-
chased online will be discounted 
to $11 each. Tickets go on sale in 
February 2015. Full tables of 8
